As the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston celebrates the 50th
anniversary of Bishop Mark Brennan’s priestly ordination,
the faithful across West Virginia also give thanks for seven
years of episcopal leadership embraced with humility,
transparency, pastoral charity, and a steadfast commitment
to evangelization.

Bishop Mark sealed his name in diocesan history as a

in 2019, Bishop Mark T\

made his priorities clear,

writing to the faithful: “My highest priority (is) to get to
know you, to listen intently, to pray with you and to work
toward the healing and renewal that is so needed here in
our Church in West Virginia.”

Over the next seven years, he carried out that mission with
determination and pastoral care.

One of the earliest signs of Bishop Mark’s commitment to
rebuilding trust came on Feb. 21, 2020, when the Diocese
of Wheeling-Charleston released its first complete financial
audit, first in the history of the Church. In a message
accompanying the report, Bishop Mark emphasized
accountability, stewardship, and transparency.

“As we move past a tragic episode in the life of our Diocese,”
he wrote, “we intend to conduct the affairs of our Church
responsibly with the transparency that lay faithful, clergy
and religious have a right to expect.”

His commitment to responsible stewardship continued
throughout his
consultative bodies, staff, and advisors, Bishop Mark

tenure. Working alongside diocesan

[ “Faith in God can help

us heal the wounds we
have suffered and give us strength to move ahead with the
true mission of the Church: to bring Jesus Christ to the
people he came to save and to work his wondrous power of
renewal in them.”

Throughout his episcopacy, Bishop Mark consistently
emphasized that the Church’s mission extends far beyond
administration and finances. He promoted broader lay
participation in the life and mission of the Church by
reviving the diocesan pastoral council with a focus on
collaboration, dialogue, and discernment.

Through renewed parish evangelization and catechesis, he
emphasized the importance of grass-roots evangelization
rooted in the lived faith of the People of God.

Under his leadership, the diocese experienced continued
growth in discernments to the priesthood, religious life,
and the permanent diaconate. Most recently, the Diocese
of Wheeling-Charleston saw a 43% increase in the number
of individuals entering the Church at the Easter Vigil —

a hopeful sign of spiritual renewal throughout the state.

The diocese witnessed another impressive triple jump in
the number of seminarians, and then adding to priestly
formation a Spanish-language immersion and pastoral
exposure for seminarians to be proactive in serving the
Church’s growing Hispanic faithful. He strongly supported
the National Eucharistic Congress in 2024 and had more
than 200 faithful from all over the state accompany him
and lead the National Eucharistic Revival in their local

He encouraged the faithful to invite others back to the
Church and to become witnesses of hope in their homes,
parishes, and communities.

“The season of Advent is a season of hope,” he wrote. “Be
the good, faithful servant Jesus calls you to be, and you
will be rewarded beyond measure by the Lord with a joy
that will never end.”

churches.

Bishop Mark also became a consistent statewide and
national voice for the dignity of human life, advocating for
the unborn, elderly, immigrants, vulnerable, marginalized,

and safer gun laws.

In January 2021, he released a pastoral
letter discussing the “seamless garment”
of interconnected life issues, emphasizing
that concerns such as poverty, education,
racism, abortion, and care for the
elderly are all matters of human dignity
deserving the Church’s attention.

His pastoral writings throughout his
episcopacy reflected both theological
clarity and pastoral sensitivity. In a letter
on Personal Liberty and the Common
Good, Bishop Mark reminded Catholics
that unity and charity must guide public
and ecclesial life.

“There are many issues in our society and
in our Church. .. where the inevitable
tension between personal liberty and
the common good can be felt,” he wrote.
“While distinguishing essential things
from non-essentials, let us observe St.
Augustine’s last phrase: ‘in all things,

b

charity.

Among his most significant pastoral
writings was his Advent 2024 pastoral
letter, which he described as “my
most important pastoral letter. . .
because it touches on the very reason
we are a Church.” In it, Bishop Mark
urged Catholics to embrace personal
evangelization through the U.S. bishops’
“Walk with One” initiative and Pope

Francis’ Jubilee Year of Hope.

“Our Church, meaning all of us working
together, must fulfill our mission and
not settle for just hanging on, sad, and
listless,” he wrote.

In 2025, Bishop Mark again called Catholics to deeper
unity in his pastoral letter, Unity Among Catholics: A Way
Forward - “Sentire cum Ecclesia.” Reflecting on the words
of St. Ignatius of Loyola, he reminded the faithful that
authentic unity in the Church is rooted in faith, humility,
compassion, and charity. confinge...

Saints of the Week

May 17 - St. Pascal (1540-1592), “The Seraph of the Eucharist.”
Saint Pascal Baylon is honored for his humble prayer life and his certainty that Christ

is present in the Eucharist.

Whenever he passed church he would pause, kneel, and pray outside its doors in
adoration of the Blessed Sacrament held within the tabernacle inside. It didn’t matter if
it were raining or muddy to his knees hed fall in profound devotion.

Lovingly referred to as the “Seraph of the Eucharist” St. Pascal was a humble shepherd
until his twenties when he became a Franciscan lay brother, working as a gardener and
cook. Whether it was when he was a small boy tending to his sheep or as a grown man,
St. Pascal would stop whatever he was doing when he heard the church bells because he
knew that moment signified the consecration of the Eucharist.

God is as really present in the consecrated Host as He is in the glory of Heaven,” he

wrote in one of his many reflections on the Blessed Sacrament.

“Go to Jesus in The Most Blessed Sacrament with folded hands and say, ‘take my hands,
use them as Your hands Lord.” Go to Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament with a closed

mouth and listen to Him, whispering to our soul and responding with ‘Yes Lord’. Go to
Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament with a fiat and say, ‘Not my will but Your will be
done Lord’!”

Pascal died on the same feast on which he was born, the Feast of Pentecost. He was canonized in 1690. In 1897, Pope
Leo XIII declared Saint Pascal the patron and protector of all Eucharistic Congresses.

May 20 - St. Bernadine of Siena, “The Apostle of the Holy Name of Jesus.”

His wisdom shared in his sermons still reminds us that, “Whenever divine grace
selects someone to receive a particular grace or some especially favored position, all
the gifts (needed for it) are given to the person (by God) abundantly.”

It was St. Bernadine who created the IHS monogram (the Greek initials of Jesus) and
in turn also began the devotion to the Most Holy Name of Jesus.

It was his Aunt Diana who was his great witness of faith, taught him to praise God
always, and be devoted to honor the Blessed Mother. She raised him. His parents
died, leaving him orphaned at the age of seven.

As a boy he would build pretend altars and pretend to be a priest giving sermons and
celebrating Mass. He was selfless turning to prayer, fasting, and helping others.

When his aunt died, he prayed to God to clearly guide him in his vocation - within
two years he joined the Franciscans. During his first 12 years with the missionaries,
he wasn’t able to do much preaching because an ailment left barely a voice - it was
weak and hoarse. So, he spoke through his actions.

He never backed down from a missionary and evangelization assignment, and when
he was given the important task to travel to Milan, Italy to convert souls, he asked

God to give him a voice strong and bold. God did.

His preaching drew crowds from all over. Stores would close so shop owners, workers, and customers could listen to him.
Pope Pius II called him the “second St. Paul”.

Vatican records note that at the end of his sermons he would always leave the people with a message of Jesus’ mercy and

Mary’s great love, telling them never to forget the power in the name of Jesus. o



Faithful Catholics around the world reverently bow their heads during Mass when the name of Jesus is said.

Call upon St. Bernadine’s intercession:
Saint Bernardine of Siena, words were very important to you. You used your gifts to share words of Jesus’ mercy and forgiveness and
to praise his Holy Name. Pray for us that we may always choose to speak Jesus’ name with reverence and to use our words to promote
peace and love rather than discord. Amen.

May 21 - St. Cristobal Magallanes Jara and 24 companions

Saint Magallanes and his companions who were killed during the Cristero War of
the 1920s in Mexico, when Catholics literally put their lives on the line just to go
to Mass. The Mexican government was violently anti-Catholic. Religious persecution
began around 1914, when restrictions for religious and the Catholic religion came
into law. The efforts to push out Catholicism from the country only worsened over
the next decade. The government leaders believed the Catholic faith was a threat to
their power. Religious were banned from wearing their clerics outside of church. Any
Catholics who resisted or criticized the government were put in jail and often brutally
killed. Catholic schools, monasteries, seminaries, and convents were all closed. Foreign
priests were forced to leave the country. Prior to the war there were more than 4,500
priests in Mexico compared to the estimated less than 350 who remained during that

time. Church property was taken over by the Mexican government too.

The saints we celebrate on this feast day were all priests like St. Cristobal, except

for three who were proud Catholic laymen. The 25 did not die together but in eight St. Christopher Magallanes

different Mexican states. The 22 priests were killed for offering the sacraments. Saint Deiec & Marts
Cristobal remained a faithful servant of God and not only continued to celebrate Mass 1869 - 1927
and the sacraments in hiding but was also secretly preparing seminarians for the Memorial - 21 May

priesthood after their seminary was closed. He did so within his parish in Totatiche
(which still exists today).

It is estimated about 90,000 Catholics and their supporters died under the force of hateful government before it backed
down from its total suppression of religious freedom.

Saint Cristobal and his companions are examples of true martyrs for all of us who take our religious freedom for granted.

May 22 - St. Rita of Cascia, Healer & Peacemaker

Her life is a story of great love, terrible loss, profound forgiveness, and strong faith.
Saint Rita of Cascia (1381-1457), born Margarita Lotti, is a beloved saint of the
Church, who honors her bravery.

As a young girl she proclaimed she wanted to join the religious sisters of Cascia, but
her parents had arranged her marriage and wouldn’t entertain religious life. She was
obedient to her parents and married a noble warrior, helped him overcome personal
challenges, and converted him to her faith. The couple had two sons.

Because of a foolish feud, her husband was murdered. It was customary at the time
to then seek revenge against the family that did the killing. However, St. Rita refused
to revolt.

She forgave the killers for they did not have Christ in their hearts.

Soon after the death of her husband, both of St. Rita’s sons died to illness. She was
alone.

The call to serve God as a religious sister grew stronger.

She went to the Augustinian convent. She had admired these sisters since she was a
continue...



child. However, they turned her away, wanting no part of a family feud.

She did not give up. She set out to accomplish what seemed to be the impossible. She convinced her husband’s family
to end the feud and forgive the killers. She went so far as to have both families sign a peaceful agreement, ending any
future animosity.

The Augustinian sisters at the St. Mary Magdalene Monastery heard of this and welcomed her into religious life. She
was 36.

Rita was elated and prayerfully united with Jesus and His Passion. It is recorded that she had a profound spiritual
experience in her younger life and a thorn from Christ’s crown penetrated her forehead. The wound it caused remained
open and visible until the day of her death.

Several months before her death, she was visited by a relative who asked if there was anything she could do for her. Saint
Rita at first declined but then made a simple request to have a rose from the garden of her family home brought to her.

It was January, the dead of winter in the hills of Umbria, but upon her return home the relative passed Rita’s family
garden and found to her astonishment a fresh rose in the snow-covered garden on an otherwise barren bush.

She immediately returned to the convent where she presented the miraculous rose to Rita who accepted it with quiet
and grateful assurance.

Her body is incorrupt and is in a glass enclosed coffin at the Basilica of St. Rita in Cascia, Italy. She is one of the most
beloved saints of the Church.

Editor’s note of interest: The author is identified as Mark Smith and the writing was “imprimatur”
(granted permission of publication of any writing containing something of peculiar significance to
religion, theology, or morality) in 1953 by John J. Swint, Bishop of Wheeling, who dearly loved
his West Virginia and Our Blessed Mother Mary.

Not much is known about Smith, but it is evident that his soul was indeed grateful for our Almost
Heaven West Virginia, and our Blessed Mother.

It is also important to note that Archbishop Swint was the diocese’s first native-born priest and
bishop. Born on Dec. 15, 1879, in the small community of Pickens in Randolph County he spent
his childhood in Weston, attending St. Patrick’s Church, where he was inspired to study for the
priesthood.

His love of God and his state energized his mission to bring Christ to all reaches of the Mountain
State and he convinced Bishop Donahue to let him form and lead the Diocesan Apostolic Mission
Band - traveling throughout the diocese to serve in labor camps and factory towns dotted among
the mountains and rugged terrain. He traveled by horseback and on foot providing missionary
work for Catholics and non-Catholics of 20 different ethnic groups in private homes, farms,
courthouses, and halls, while also building up the Church and bringing Mass and the sacraments
to scattered Catholic families.

In 1914, became pastor of his childhood parish, St. Patrick’s, Weston. He was there when the
current church and school were constructed. In 1922 he was named Bishop of Wheeling in 1922,
a position he would maintain until his death in 1962.

It was in 1954, when Pope Pius XII gave him the unusual title of Archbishop “ad Personam” I
honor of his extensive years of service and leadership of the diocese. Ultimately, he was instrumental
in the construction of 100 churches, a new Cathedral, a college, 52 elementary and high schools,
and five hospitals.

It is no surprise that Archbishop Swint would not hesitate to grant publication permission of this
devotion and declaration to the Queen of the Mountain State.
