Monday, Sept. 14th is the day we celebrate The Exaltation of
the Holy Cross - a symbol of Christ’s unconditional love for
us. The Newman Connection provides us with a summarized
explanation of the importance of the celebration:

“In Latin it was called “Exaltatio Sanctae Crucis” which
means “Raising Aloft of the Holy Cross”.  According to
tradition the True Cross was discovered in 326 by St. Helena,
the mother of the Roman Emperor Constantine the Great
while on a pilgrimage she made to Jerusalem. Immediately
the Church of the
Holy Sepulchre was
built on the site of the
discovery. The church
was dedicated nine years
later with a portion of
the Cross placed inside
it.  St. Helena found
three crosses at the time,
and not knowing which

one was the Cross of

Christ,
a dying woman.

“The date of the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross
marks the date of the dedication of the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre in 335. The actual consecration of the church was
on September 13th, with a two-day festival, but the actual

True Cross was brought inside the Church on September
14th. The Clergy and faithful then came before the True
Cross in prayer and to venerate it.”

As Catholics we venerate the cross, to show respect of what
it represents. On this day, let us be reverently mindful of
Christ’s triumph, mercy, love, forgiveness, and gift of eternal

life.

In honor of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross we can show our
devotion praying and reflecting on the Stations of the Cross.
There are many online resources for this. Laudate provides
an app for your smart devices, where you can access the
Stations of the Cross among other things like daily prayers,

Instead, he had the fellow servant put in prison until he
paid back the debt. Now when his fellow servants saw what
had happened, they were deeply disturbed, and went to their
master and reported the whole affair. His master summoned
him and said to him, ‘You wicked servant! I forgave you your
entire debt because you begged me to. Should you not have
had pity on your fellow servant, as I had pity on you?” Then
in anger his master handed him over to the torturers until he
should pay back the whole debt. So will my heavenly Father
do to you, unless each of you forgives your brother from your
heart.”
