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CATECHETICAL SUNDAY HONORS OUR EVANGELISTS

Today the  Church  celebrates
Catechetical Sunday, a day to show
appreciation for all those who teach
the faith to children and adults already
in the Church or to those wanting to

be part of the Catholic family.

“Catechists are people who keep the
memory of God alive; they keep it alive
in themselves and are able to revive it
in others,” Pope Francis said.

These men and women don’t have to
be experts or degreed theologians. They
are from all walks of life but share
one common bond - a willingness to
share our Catholic teachings, values, and rich traditions.
Catechists are called by God, nudged by the Holy Spirit,
and inspired by Christ to be like the Apostles and go out to
proclaim Christ and His love.

Last Spring, as we printed in our May 23rd FaithInWV
e-bulletin, Pope Francis officially acknowledged the role
of catechesis as a formal lay ministry, “in our time, when
there are so few clerics to preach the Gospel to such great
numbers and to exercise the pastoral ministry, the position
of catechists is of great importance.” (AD GENTES, 17) for
“the development of the Christian community.”

Daniel Maul, director of our diocesan office of evangelization
and catechesis, called the formal decree from the Holy See
a “significant” move, because the Pope is recognizing and
lifting up lay people as official ministers in the Church.

“Lay people will not only do catechetical ministry; they
will be catechetical ministers,” Maul said. “For so long, lay
people have seen themselves as simply ‘helping out’ the
Church at the behest of their pastors. But now, they should
see themselves as ministerial partners with the clergy, in
the evangelizing ministry of catechesis. Their calling and
vocation as lay catechists are now going to be acknowledged,
respected, and promoted by the Church.”

Pope Francis clarifies and emphasizes this formal
designation by no means is not to fill the place of clerics,
and co-

but acknowledges the activity, involvement,

responsibility of the laity: their presence
is genuinely necessary in order for the
Church to be both ‘in communion’ and
‘missionary.’
Pope Saint John Paul I said in a message
to catechist, “So many times it has fallen
to (catechists) to strengthen and build
up the young Christian communities,
It was you, the catechists, who
instructed the catechumens, prepared
people for the sacraments, taught the
faith, and were leaders of the Christian
community.... Give thanks to the Lord
for the gift of your vocation, through
which Christ has called you from among other men and
women to be instruments of his salvation. Respond with

generosity to your vocation and your names will be written
in heaven (cf. Lk 10:20).”

In this the Year of St. Joseph, let us ask the Guardian of

the Redeemer to intercede for us as we ask the Lord to bless
all catechists.

St. Joseph, loving educator, protector and guardian of our
Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ,
We ask you to intercede for our Catechists.

We thank God for their giving spirits, their compassionate
hearts, and their willingness to introduce us and our children
to a personal relationship with Christ.

You were chosen to father Jesus on earth. As our spiritual
guardian, ask Him to grant our teachers, and all who
evangelize, the wisdom to continue to grow in love and
understanding of your Word. Call upon the Holy Spirit to
come upon them to give them courage to persevere even
in the face of adversity; reverence before all that is sacred
and holy; and that loving zeal which leads others to a
transforming encounter with Jesus.

Obtain for us all, good St. Joseph, the ability to hear the
voice of God and respond with great love. Amen.

Let the fire of your healing love pass through my entire body
to heal and make new any diseased areas so that my body
will function the way you created it to function.

Touch also my mind and my emotion, even the deepest
recesses of my heart.

Saturate my entire being with your presence, love, joy, and
peace and draw me ever closer to you every moment of my life.
And Father, fill me with your Holy Spirit and empower me to
do your works so that my life will bring glory and honor to
your holy name. I ask this in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ.

The next 3-year strategic plan will see a focus on a new hospital transition program partnership, placing a CCWVa social
worker on site at hospitals around the state.

“The collaborative aspect of this project would promote the best utilization of community resources, and also provide
an enhanced personal impact on the clients served through a more fluid transition from hospital to home,” said Zarate.

The hospital transition program model will improve the health, wellness and home stability of community members
being discharged from the hospital; at the same time, the program will decrease the number of patients being readmitted,
saving the hospital time and resources and strain on emergency rooms.

CCW Va’s last strategic plan focused on increasing collaboration and agency services around addiction and recovery. The
agency increased adult education services in partnership with recovery homes around the state; additionally, a successful
partnership with WV Jobs & Hope has provided over $310,000 in direct assistance.

“Sister Jane and the CCWVa Board of Directors are clearly focused on CCWV’a mission to best serve the most vulnerable
West Virginians,” said Zarate. “We will continue to focus on adapting to changing times and reducing poverty across the
state.”
