“The joy I have is to see many souls all around the world,
of all races, of all tongues, who feel like you, who look
with clean eyes, who know how to forgive, how to excuse
others, how to live together with everyone,” he said.

His evangelizing messages were at their peak in the
1970s, so there are a wealth of videos featuring the

wisdom and passion of St. Josemaria.

Thoughtful quotes to inspire us to keep building our
faith:

* “The holy Rosary is a powerful weapon. Use
it with confidence and you’ll be amazed at the

results.”

* “When you approach the tabernacle remember
that HE has been waiting for you for twenty

centuries.”

* “You don’t know how to pray? Put yourself in the
presence of God, and as soon as you have said,
‘Lord, I don’t know how to pray!” you can be sure
you’ve already begun.”

At the time of his sudden death on June 26, 1975 there
were more than 60,000 Opus Dei members from 80
countries.
